Year 1 -Year 1 have had a wonderful return to Term 5. They've delved straight into an exciting History topic all about
Significant Sport Stars. The children enjoyed sharing their Home Learning Projects all about Jesse Owens and Ellie
Simmonds. To kick start our topic, year 1 held their very own Mini Olympics! In Maths, the children have been focusing
on measurement, particularly weight, length, and height. In Science, the children have discussed celebrations that
include candles and other light sources as decoration. In Guided Reading, we took part in our very own Ballet lesson
for Beginners - we can now perform a plié, a revelé and a tendu. Super start to term everyone!

Year 5 - Year 5 have made an excellent start to the Summer Term. They have started their Plymouth, A City of Voyage
and Discovery topic by learning about Plymouth's geographical location in the world, recognising the development
of Plymouth from small settlement to city and its importance as a centre for frade in Tudor times. The children have
enjoyed reading our new class books, which are Cloud Tea Monkeys in English and Beowulf in Guided Reading.
