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In Maths, children will learn about multiplication and division, where they will recall doubles and
halves. Also, they will recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 2, 5 and 10 multiplication
tables, including recognising odd and even numbers. Furthermore, the children will apply this
knowledge to help them solve problems using concrete materials and mental methods. The children
will learn about fractions, which will consist of identifying fractions 1/3, 1/4, 2/4 and 3/4 of a length,

shape, set of objects or quantity and writing simple fractions of whole numbers.

In RE, the children will explore the question ‘How should we care for others and the world and why

does it mattere’ and in SMSC (Spiritual, Moral, Social and Cultural education) the children will learn

about ‘Being My Best’.

In Computing lessons, children will complete a unit called ‘Intfroduction
to Quizzes, where they will use ScratchJr to review, create and modify

quizzes. In Art, children will be designing their own tea towels inspired

by VE day celebrations.

PE will take place on Wednesdays - children should wear their PE kit to school on this day please.
