As with all child protection concerns, we wi |l |l foll ow the requirement
Care appropriately where the child is at r isk or in need, due to extremist behaviours and/or

influences. Reference is also made to the Prevent Duty in the Child Safety and Protection

Policy, e -Safety Policy, and others as appropriate because all children have a fundamental

right to expect schools to provide a safe and secure environment. We also have a legal and
professional duty and responsibility for keeping them safe.

We will help support pupils who may be vulnerable to such influences as part of our wider
safeguarding responsibilities and where we believe a pupil is being directly influenced by
extremist materials or influences, we will ensure the pupil is offered mentoring. We will seek
external support from the Local Authority, the Police, and/or local partnership structures
working to prevent extremism.

However, staff on the Marine Academy Plymouth Campus will be alert to the fact that whilst

extremism and radicalisation are broadly a safeguarding issue there may be instances where

a child or children may be at risk of direct harm or neglect. For example, this could be due to

a child displaying risky behaviours in terms of the activities they are involved in or the groups

they are associated with, or staff may be aware of
equally place a child atris  k of harm.

Therefore all adults working on the Marine Academy Plymouth Campus , including visiting staff,
volunteers, contractors, students on placement, guest speakers or those adults the children

come in contact with on trips, are required to report inst ances where they believe a child may
be at risk or harm or neglect to the Designhated Safeguarding Lead s or Single Point of Contacts
for Prevent , including any harm through extremism or radicalisation.

The Counter -Terrorism and Security Act 2015 and Revised Prevent Duty Guidance, March 2016

contain and place  a legal duty on specified authorities and public bodies which includes

This is also known as the Prevent D uty.

Section 26 of the Counter Terrorism Act 2015  states that schools should pay:

This is backed by statutory guidance which is monitored by Ofsted through their existing
inspection procedures. It builds on the 2002 and 2011 Prevent strategy. All staff at the Marine
Academy Plymouth Campus  have had WRAP training led by the Single Points of Contact and
are aware of what to do if they believe a child o r student is at risk of radicalisation . This is
because s chools have a duty to educate children to be tolerant whilst protecting those who

may be at risk of racial hatred or vulnerable to radicalisation.

Our children and students need to understand that this  Academy is a safe place for informed
debate andthe Academy Council are at the forefront of this. We teach childrenand students
through PSHEE/Citizenship/RE/SMSC/English/History and British Values, the skills to empower
children and students to think critically so as to understand and tolerate difference, especially

of other faiths and of no faith. ~ Such discussions are alw ays held in a safe and secure way.

The Marine Academy Plymouth Campus has a duty to educate children and students to be
tolerant whilst protecting those who may be at risk of racial hatred or vulnerable to
radicalisation.

The Prevent Strategy sets a range of expectations on schools , which are upheld by the Marine
Academy Plymouth Campus. As a result of comprehensive training, s taff will be able to :

1. Be alert to possible signs of extremism

2. Use their professional skills, instincts and judgements

3. Follow existing safeguarding procedures

4. Be balanced, proportionate and reasonable

5. Notice -issues of concern

6. Check -with other colleagues/agencies

7. Share-concerns via the safeguarding procedures in a professional manner
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Every member of staff has a duty to understand and identify children at risk of radicalisation.

Signs and Risk Factors

The Single Points of Contact for Radicalisation have used the Anti-Radicalisation Checklist
available on www.e -safetysupport.com , a copy of which can be found in Appendix 1 .

Marine Academy Plymouth Campus staff understand that

Marine Academy Plymouth Campus staff will:

1. Understand that prevent is pre-criminal and does not have to be proven beyond
reasonable doubt. Not all extremism leads to terrorism.

2. Teach a broad and bal anced curricul um, and wi l
dialogue.

3. Promote fundamental British V alues; staff will examine schemes of work under Britishness
and seek opportunities to make links.

4. Staff can challenge whichnpg$ motl hheesanhtbwayg 08

if appropriate.
5. Risk assess the likelihood of pupils being drawn into terrorism and support for e xtremism.
6. Work in partnership.
7. Train staff to give them the confidence, knowledge and skills to identify children and

students at risk.

8. Have robust IT policies which protect children and students from terrorist and extremist
material when accessing the int  ernet at the Academy

9. Monitor effectively and ensure robust safeguarding policies are in place to identify
children at risk, intervene and refer pupils as appropriate.

10. Report any concerns.

A The majority of propaganda is spread online nowadays with extremists using social
networking sites as their main recruiting tool.

Counter Extremism

Radicalisation and Counter Extremism relates to all forms of terrorism and extremism including,
international terrorism, left and right wing extremism, not only Islamic extremism.

The most significant of these threats is currently from terrorist organisations in Syria, Libya and

Irag, with Al Qaida associated groups.

Terrorists associated with the extreme right  wing also pose a continued threat to our safety and

security. The white suprem acist ideology of extreme right ~ wing groups has also provided both

the inspiration and justification for people who have committed extreme right -wing terrorist

acts. People can become self -radicalised through Facebook and other social media

networks .

Islamist extremists regard Western interventioninMuslim -maj or ity countries as a
creating a narrative of 6themd and Odusd. Their ide
people cannot be both Muslim and British, and that Muslims living here should not participate

in our democracy.

Islamist extremists specifically attack the principles of civic participation and social cohesion.

These extremists purport to identify grievances to which terrorist organisations then claim to

have a s olution. The strategy also means intervening to stop people moving from extremist

(albeit legal) groups into terrorist  -related activity.

Channel

Kee ping Children Safe in Education (  2015) has implications for following the duty on schools in
the exercise of their function to have due regard to the need to prevent people from being
drawn into terrorism. The Counter Terrorism and Security Act 2015 also places a duty for

Channel Panels to be in place. We as a school will cooperate with partners in the Multi Agency
Panel in the discharge of its function in identifying and assessing the extent to which individuals
are at risk of being drawn into terrorism and the support provided to those indivi duals.
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The Channel Referral Process

Channel is a multi agency safeguarding process and early intervention strategy aimed at identifying and supporting individuals (including children)
vulnerable to the recruitment of violent extremism. It must be noted this includes all forms of extremism. It is a mechanism for ensuring that these
individuals are assessed and supported by professionals using statutory safeguarding frameworks and multi-agency partnership working. Below is a
flowchart which illustrates how to refer a concern of this nature.

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The Channel Referral Process

ENCOURAGE TRAVEL TO SYRIA AND IRAQ
BRIEFING NOTE FOR SCHOOLS

Termorist organisations, such as IS, are trying to radicalise and recruit young pecple through
an extensive use of social media and the intemet. Young peopls, some as young as 14, have
triad to laaws the UK to travel fo join ISIL and other temmorist groups in Syria and Irag.

Az with othar online harme, every teacher nesds o be awars of the risks posad by the onling
activity of extremist and temorist groups. This brsfing nots is aimed at head teachers, teachars
and safeguarding leads and provides advice about online termorist and extremist material.
inchudes a short summary of some of the main ISl propaganda claims and identifies social
medsa sites which ISIL is using.

What action do schools and teachers nead to takse?

Schoole have a vital role to play in protecting pupdls from the risks of exremizm and
radicaleation. Kesping children safe from risks posed by temorist ecgploitation of social media
should be approached in the same way as safeguanding children from any other online abuss.

= In the same way that teachers are vigilant about sgns of possdble physical or emotonal
abuss in any of thair pupils. if you hawe a concem for the safely of a spacific young person at
risk of radicalization, you should fellow your school's safeguarding procedurss, including
discussing with your school's designated safeguarding lead, and whers desmed necassary.

Thie propaganda cutput of 1510 nsists that it is the personal duty of Mushms to support them
and traval o the 'Caliphate’. lelamic scholars have clearly dismissed this and have made
clear thers is no such obligation. ISIL wants o portray itself as the only group able to defend
Sunnis from the Assad regime, the Iragi ammy or the threat of the West. ISIL communicaticns
also show the group providing food and services to people in Syra and aq. In reality most
Suninis fear and oppose ISIL and recognics that they are a threat to thear lives and sscurity.

SOCIAL MEDIA PLATFORMS

Social media has become an eseential and axciting part of how we ve. Millions of young
pecpls uss thess platforms daily to share content. But there are a small mincrity of ussrs who
exploit social madia to radicaliss and recruit vulnerabls pecple.

Thie govermment and police work closely with the communications industny to remove sdremist
and temonst comtent from the intemet. Since Febmuary 2010, over 85,000 peecas of temonst
content have been removed from the intemeat and the companes’ below continue to work
with us to limit the abuss of their platforms by temorists and their supportsrs. However, maore
content is uplcaded all the time by people from this country and slsewhers who have joined
ISIL in Syria and kkaq. Mamy of thess pecpls hawe an established cnline idsntity using platforms
dascribed below.

Many community based organizations respond to 1510 propaganda and debunk its messages.
For examplse, London-based group Familiss Against Stress and Trauma (FAST) hawve designed
an online guide for parents on the dangers of radicalisation, as well a5 producing a YouTube
film with testimonies from parents whose children have travelled to Syria. They are curmently

sharing thair knowlsdgs in a series of parenting workshops.
